Johnson, Senior Research Fellow, Energy and Climate, Stockholm Environment Institute, noted that: “Tthere is no universal solution in the field of bioenergy and biofuel sphere. Another essential important point concern is that stimulation of biofuel production could may adversely affect the agricultural biodiversity as farmers could may switch to production of monocultures, which would reduce the traditional variety. 

[bookmark: _GoBack]A positive aspect is that the “food vs. fuel” dilemma fades into insignificance because first generation biofuels (produced from food crops such as, e.g. corn and rapeseedcanola) are being replaced by second generation biofuels (any cellulose substance – non-ediblefood biomass). It This means that biofuel can be produced not from food crops but the basis for biofuel production is not food crop, but from waste – such as timber,  or straw. On average, the efficiency of second generation biofuels production is 30-40% higher than the in the case of the first generation. Besides, second generation biofuels reduce release 90% less СО2 emissions by 90% compared to traditional diesel fuels. Currently, the only problem is a high cost of such biofuel, being times higher than that of first generation biofuels. that production of such biofuels is more expensive.
