Text 1. Press and Broadcasting
The main feature of modern civilization is mass media or means of communication. The media include press (newspapers, magazines), and broadcasting (television, radio, advertisement and Internet). Mass media unite people all over the world into one global community.

People can learn about what is happening in the world very fast using mass media. The earliest kind of mass media was newspaper. Newspaper is a publication that presents and comments on the news.

The first newspaper was Roman handwritten newssheet called “Acta Diura” started in 59 B.C. The first printed newspaper was Chinese publication called “Dibao” started in A.D. 700’s. The first regularly published newspaper in Europe was “Avisa Relation” or “Zeitung”, started in Germany in 1609.

Newspapers have certain advantages over other mass media – magazines, television, radio, advertisement and Internet. Newspapers cover much more current news, comment faster and  play an important role in shaping public opinion. Magazine is a collection of articles and stories and usually contains illustrations. Magazines do not focus on daily events. They provide a profound analysis of the events of proceeding week and information on a wide range of topics such as business, culture, hobbies, medicine, religion, science and sports. Some magazines entertain their readers with fiction, poetry, photography, or articles about TV or movie stars. 

Television is the most exciting and entertaining kind of mass media. It brings moving pictures and sounds from around the world into millions of houses. The name “television” comes from a Greek word “tele” meaning “distance” or “far”, and a Latin word “video” meaning “to see”, so the word “television”  means “to see far”.

TV broadcasts foreign and domestic news, music programs, educational and sport programs, weather forecasts, advertisements, feature films, thrillers, detectives, animated cartoons.  Radio is one of the most important means of communication. The most widespread and familiar use of radio is broadcasting. Radio broadcasts music, news, interviews, discussions, descriptions of sports events, advertising, weather forecasts. Music is the chief kind of radio entertainment. Advertisement is a form of communication which influences the minds of the people to whom it is addressed. Advertising both reflects and affects our very lifestyles and thus plays a substantial social role.

So advertising is defined as any paid form of nonpersonal presentation and promotion of ideas, goods, or services through the mass media by an identified sponsor.

Sponsors may be a nonprofit organization, a political candidate, a company, or an individual. Advertising differs from news and publicity since an identified sponsor pays for placing the message in the media.

Internet or Net is a vast global network of networks connecting computers across the world. These networks range from government departments, industrial and educational communication systems down to personal on-line service providers.

At present more than 35 million people use the Internet and over four million computers worldwide are linked in. They use the Net for transferring data, playing games, socializing with other computer users, and sending e-mail (electronic mail).

Text 4. Newspapers Circulation and Financing
The British are a great nation of readers and, with sales of national newspapers averaging around 15 million copies on weekdays and almost 18 million on Sundays (besides the provincial daily newspapers and the daily evening newspapers that most towns and cities have), only in Japan there are more newspapers sold per person than in Britain. The term ‘newspaper’ can only be loosely applied to the top-selling dailies, however, as the tabloids contain mainly coverage of ‘human’ news and scandals, particularly sexual, as opposed to political and economic matters, which are covered in depth in the larger quality newspapers. Several of the tabloids even contain pictures of nude girls on page three (Samanta Fox is a famous ‘Page Three Girl’). An interesting recent development has been the launching of two ‘quality’ weekly newspapers – The Indy and the Early Times – especially for younger readers. 

Newspapers in Britain are not subsidized (although the greatest source of income is advertising) and there is no fixed price. They are financially independent of any political party and any political bias results from traditional positions and the influence of the owner. A worrying development has been the concentration of many of the newspapers in the hands of some owners.

Text 5. The Press in the United Kingdom

A quality paper is a serious national paper that aims at the educated reader. Quality papers contain detailed news coverage and comment, authoritative editorials, a wide range of topical features written by experts in their field, arts and literary reviews and much professional advertising. The quality papers are “The Times”, “The Guardian”, “The Independent”, “The Daily Telegraph” and “The Financial Times”.

A popular paper is a newspaper whose format and content is designed for the understanding reader. Most popular papers are tabloids, i.e. papers with small-size pages (conventionally about 30 cm by 40 cm). They have brief and direct news reports and a large number of photographs. Emphasis is put on personal stories (especially sensational, or involving a figure in the public eye such as a member  of the royal family), and importance is also given to sports and to entertaining features such as cartoons and contests.

Newspapers in Britain are mostly owned by individuals or by big publishing companies called the “empires”, not by the government or political parties. The editors of the newspapers are usually allowed considerable freedom of expression. This is not to say that newspapers are without political bias. The political tendency of quality papers varies from conservative (“The Daily Telegraph”) or independent/ conservative (“The Times” and “The Financial Times”)  to centre (“The Independent”) and liberal (“The Guardian”). Popular tabloids like “The Daily Express”,  “The Daily Star” and “The Sun”, for example, usually reflect conservative opinion in their comment and reporting, while “The Daily Mirror” has a more left-wing bias.

In addition to national daily newspapers there are nine national papers published on Sundays. Most of “Sundays” contain more reading matter than daily papers, and several of them include “colour supplements” – separate colour magazines which contain photographically-illustrated feature articles.  There is also quite a number of regional papers – usually evening papers or weeklies.

Text 6. The Press

Britain's first newspapers appeared over 300 years ago. Now, as then, newspapers receive no government subsidy, unlike in some other European countries today. Advertising has always been a vital source of income. As long ago as 1660, King Charles II advertised in a  newspaper for his lost dog. Today, income from advertising is as crucial as income from sales. In 1995, for example, £5,465 million was spent on press advertising, making the press by far the largest  advertising medium in Britain.
There are approximately 130 daily and Sunday papers, 1,400 weekly papers and over 6,500 periodical publications. More newspapers, proportionately, are sold in Britain than in almost any other country. On average, two out of three people over the age of 15 read a national morning newspaper. National newspapers have a circulation of about 13 million on weekdays and 17 million on Sundays, but the readership is twice this figure. At first glance, therefore, the British press seems in good health. 
The national newspapers, both on weekdays and on Sundays, fall into two broad categories: the popular and quality press.

Ownership of the press, as can be seen, is in the hands of a few large publishing groups. The most significant of these are News International and the Mirror Group. Although the law provides safeguards against undue concentration of control in one company, the acquisitions of News  International have caused concern. Its purchase of The Times in 1981 marked the beginning of a shift in that paper from an establishment view, politically slightly right of centre but independent , to a more openly right-wing position, in line with the  right-wing flavour of the Conservative governments in the 1980s. It also acquired The Sunday Times, and two popular papers, the Sun, a daily, and the News of the World, a Sunday paper, both of which it successfully turned into the two largest circulation newspapers. Thus News International owns the papers read by over one-third of the newspaper-reading public. In 1989 it entered the television market by launching a satellite television network, now known as BSkyB Television.
Private ownership affects the political viewpoint of most newspapers. Most proprietors, or owners, are more sympathetic to a right of centre political viewpoint. Until the 1990s it could be claimed that 70 per cent of the newspapers sold supported a Conservative viewpoint. Among the populars, only the Daily and Sunday Mirror, and the People, express a left of centre  view, while among the qualities The Guardian, and its sister Sunday paper, the Observer, reflect a moderate left-of-centre view. The Independent and The Financial Times tend to be left of centre on social issues while right of centre on economic ones, but would prefer to be viewed as non-aligned. In fact several right-of-centre papers supported a Labour victory in 1997, partly because of Conservative disarray, and partly because of Labour's perceived shift to the right.
All the popular papers, with the exception of the Sunday Express, are “tabloid” in format. The tabloids are essentially mass entertainment. They are smaller than the other papers, and are distinguished by large illustrations, bold captions and a sensational prose style.
The result is that the tabloids news content is minimal and their emphasis is on gossip, emotion and scandal. By contrast quality newspapers, known as “broadsheets” on account of their larger, rather cumbersome format, emphasize news coverage, political and economic analysis and social and cultural issues.

Text 7. British Broadcasting
In 1936 the government established the British Broadcasting Corporation (BBC) to provide a public service in radio. It also began broadcasting that year on the recently invented television. At first solely through its agency, television and radio changed the entertainment  habits and the culture of the nation. In 1955, however, the establishment of independent and commercial television and radio removed the BBC’s broadcasting monopoly.
In spite of1 its much reduced evening audience, BBC radio still provides an important service. Its five radio stations (BBC Radio 1-5) provide: (1) non stop pop music; (2) light entertainment; (3) minority interests, e.g. classic music, arts programs and academic material (some for Open University courses); (4) news and comment and discussion programs; (5) sport. The BBC additionally runs 38 local radio stations, providing material of local interest.
Commercial radio offers three nationwide services: Classic FM, which broadcasts mainly classical music; Virgin 1215, broadcasting popular music; and Talk Radio UK, a speech-based service.

In addition there are 180 independent local radio stations which provide news, information, music and other entertainment, coverage of local events, sports commentary, chat shows and “phone-in” programs. The latter2 provide an important counseling service to isolated, aggrieved or perplexed people. 
An important but separate part of the BBC’s work is its “external services”. The BBC World Service broadcasts by radio in English and 43 vernacular languages. The service is funded separately from the rest of the BBC, by the Foreign Office.

Although the BBC has freedom in the content of what it broadcasts, the government decides in which foreign languages it should broadcast, and the amount of funding it should receive. As such, the service is a promotional part of British foreign policy. The BBC World Service reaches an audience of approximately 140 million listeners, who are predominantly young (aged between 25 and 35) and male. The strength of the BBC’s external services has been the provision of relatively objective and impartial news and comment to listeners in countries where local censorship exists.

In 1991 the BBC also commenced a commercial operation called Worldwide Television, which provides 24-hour news coverage and entertainment to broadcast networks in 80 countries and reaches an estimated 45 million homes. BBC World has only one rival, the American network, CNN. Where CNN has three times as many3 camera crews, the BBC has almost twice as many correspondents.

Television is the single most popular form of entertainment in Britain. In the mid-1990s viewers spent on average over three and a half hours daily in front of the television set. Until 1997 they had four terrestrial channels to choose from: BBC1 and BBC2, ITV (Independent Television) and Channel 4. Channel 4, which was established in 1982, specializes in minority interest programs, but has proved highly successful. A third commercial channel, Channel 5, began broadcasting in 1997 and terrestrial broadcasting is likely to expand further. In 1996 legislation provided for transition of all broadcasting and telecommunications services from analogue frequency to digital transmission, probably early in the twenty-first century. Satellite broadcasting has been available since 1989. The major provider of satellite programs is BSkyB. Cable television was introduced in 1993 and currently has 1.3 million subscribers.

BBC television and radio derives its income from an annual license fee for television, while ITV and Channel 4 are financed solely through advertising. The question of financing by license fee was strongly challenged by the Conservative government which argued that the BBC had to demonstrate its ability to operate with commercial efficiency in order to continue to enjoy public funding. As a consequence the BBC underwent a radical restructuring in the mid-1990s, with six separate components: BBC Broadcast, which schedules and commissions services for audiences; BBC Production, which develops in-house radio and television production; BBC News which provides an integrated national and international news operation; BBC Worldwide, to be responsible for generating income in Britain and abroad, and for World Service; BBC Resources, to provide support and expertise to program-makers; and BBC Corporate Services, to provide strategic services to the BBS as a whole. The danger, however, is that the drive for managerial efficiency will undermine the high quality of individual programs. Take, for example, the new news operation. All news is now centrally gathered rather than by particular programs. Leading BBC journalists protested strongly that this would threaten the distinctive ethos of particular news and current affairs programs with a growing homogeneity. A compromise was struck, but the danger remains. 
The fear is that the BBC’s wonderful variety will be replaced by a unified and homogenized service, in news, sport, and other areas.
Since 1991 ITV has been governed through the Independent Television Commission, which is empowered to give regional franchises for a 10-year period to a number of different companies. There are 15 such companies, providing programs many of which are sold or broadcast on other regional networks. When commercial television commenced in 1955 there had been fears that advertising would erode the high standards already set by the BBC. In fact ITV became fiercely competitive with the BBC in the production of high-quality programs which, like the BBC’s, were sold profitably to many foreign networks. Channel 4 provides an alternative service with more documentary, cultural and informative programs. Channel 5 aspires to the same standards of quality as ITV, but has yet to achieve this. In Wales there is a special fourth channel, S4C which provides a minimum of 32 hours of Welsh-medium broadcasting weekly. Since 1993 there has also been a Gaelic TV fund to assist the provision of Gaelic broadcasting on commercial television and radio.
The strength of British television lies in its high quality. “Go anywhere in the world”, one leading political journalist has written, “and British television is an object of envy and admiration … . The foundation of Britain’s excellence in the field of television is the tradition of public service broadcasting as upheld by the BBC”. Many involved in television, including foreigners living in Britain, claim that British television is the best in the world. Its export record and high audience ratings certainly suggest it is among the best. The reason lies in the quality of its innovation and its willingness to experiment. For example, British television enthusiastically took The Muppet Show, when its creator, Jim Henson, had been rejected by the American networks. In the fields of documentary, comedy and satire, or drama, British television is a world leader.
In 1990 the government passed the Broadcasting Act, which promised to change the basis of television from 1992 onwards. This act was inspired by two factors: the Conservative government’s free-market ideology and the reality that satellite television would make it possible for viewers to receive programs transmitted from outside Britain, which would effectively destroy the regulatory controls previously applied by government. In order to prepare Britain’s own commercial television for competing with satellite television for audiences, and thus for advertisers, the intention of the Act was to open British commercial television to genuine and open competition. In 1992, an Independent Television Commission (ITC) replaced the Independent Television Authority and auctioned television transmission licenses. It had the authority to use its discretion in awarding franchises on the basis of high quality, not merely to the top financial bidders. It is a recognition that there cannot be a wholly free market in television. As a result of the auction two major networks, Thames Television and also the morning service, TV-AM, both lost their franchises. The ITC also planned for a fifth television channel. But the danger remains that a larger number of channels will not, as is argued, provide greater choice. The greater the number of transmitting channels, the smaller4 the audiences will be for each individual channel. The smaller the audience, the less will be the advertising revenue possible, and if less advertising revenue is expected the production budget will be proportionately smaller. This is bound5 to hit hard a wide range of programs, particularly minority ones. 
It remains to be seen how this affects television in the long run6. By the late 1990s it seemed that companies were generally less willing to invest heavily in the origination of expensive new programs unless they were assured they would enjoy a franchise long enough to recoup their investment. Television is still unquestionably something Britain does really well. It remains to be seen whether the Broadcasting Act supports Britain’s leading position, or weakens it.

Ever since the beginning of the 1980s there has been growing anxiety concerning pornographic and violent programs. The Broadcasting Act provides for increased censorship. Any policeman of superintendent rank or above may demand access to any untransmitted material under the obscenity or public order laws. In addition, the Broadcasting Standards Council, created in 1989 is empowered to veto transmission of any program it considers indecent. It is also empowered to censor imported material, although this is made meaningless by the high number of joint ventures in which British television is now engaged. Many parents have expressed considerable concern at the amount of sex and violence portrayed on television, particulary before 9 p.m., the time when younger children are expected to have gone to bed. On the other hand many journalists were suspicious of the Conservative government’s intentions and, in the words of one of them, “found it hard to separate zeal for market-led reform from a desire to destabilize a system capable of delivering tough and challenging programs”. They are likely to watch Labour policy towards the media very closely.

Text 8. Changing TV times

Imagine turning on the television and finding nothing to watch but game shows and soap operas. Less children’s TV, fewer news programs, no costume dramas or wildlife shows.

Opponents of the Broadcasting Bill, currently going through Parliament on its way to becoming law, say that this is what will happen to British television. 

But then imagine even better television than you find now – maybe fewer boring documentaries?  Supporters of the Broadcasting Bill say that TV and radio will become better because they will contain more of the shows the viewer wants.

The Broadcasting Bill will dramatically change the way British television is operated. The biggest change will be the start up of Channel 5, another TV channel with advertisements, plus three new national radio stations and 200-300 more local ones.

The main intention of the Bill is to make1 television companies show what people want to watch. The Independent Broadcasting Authority (IBA) strictly controls what is shown and when it is shown. The IBA makes sure each  Independent TV company broadcasts a certain amount of news, current affairs programs and children’s TV. 

If the Bill becomes law the IBA will be replaced with the Independent Television Commission (ITC), a body with a more “hands-off ” approach to regulating TV. Some people fear it will be much less strict than the IBA.

Opponents of the Bill are worried that the TV companies will use this freedom to make low-quality programs like game shows because, compared to “World in Action”, for example, game shows are much cheaper to make and are watched by many more people. If the game show has a larger audience, the TV company can charge2 more for advertising and make higher profits.

Current affairs programs have smaller audiences, so they attract fewer advertisers and the TV company makes less money. So critics are worried that ITV companies will cut down on high-quality, expensive programs. 

The Government replies in two ways. First, in order to be able to own an ITV franchise (a franchise gives an ITV company permission to broadcast), ITV companies must promise to show a certain number of “good quality” programs. Second, they say that companies will still want to advertise on the less popular shows because they know that a certain type of person watches the show.

Text 9. US Newspapers
In the USA daily newspapers are published in 34 different languages.

The daily newspapers are of two kinds: quality and popular. A quality paper is a serious newspaper which publishes articles and commentaries on politics. A popular paper contains many photographs; its articles are often sensational and mostly deal with private life of famous people.

“The Wall Street Journal” is a quality paper. It covers national and international news. It is a business newspaper with the largest circulation in the country. “The Washington Post”, a serious daily newspaper, covers the meetings of the Congress. “US Today” has a circulation of 1,2 million. It was meant to be the only truly national newspaper. But it is not enough for the country where state, city and local news most deeply affect the reader.

One can say that there is no national paper in the USA. Most papers are distributed locally. But in another sense there is a national press in the USA. Some of the largest newspapers not only print, but collect and sell news, news features and photographs. “The New York Times”, “the Washington Post”, “The Los Angeles Times” are the best news services in the country. There are also newspapers in the USA which are famous all over the world for their quality. “The New York Times” is “the world’s top daily”.

There are two American news services operating worldwide – the Associated Press (AP) and United Press International (UPI) – the tremendous size of the nation, the variety of time zones, and the general preoccupation with mainly local issues make it difficult for national daily newspapers to exist. An attempt has been made to introduce the ‘popular’ US Today on a nationwide basis, and The Wall Street Journal comes close to being a national newspaper. The New York Times, with a circulation of 900,000, is perhaps the most influential daily newspaper, followed by The Washington Post and The Los Angeles Times. All large American cities have at least one newspaper and, although largely concerned with local affairs, they are also read in other states. Periodicals exist for virtually every type of interest, some with just a tiny circulation, others like Time with a circulation worldwide of more than 6 million copies. Text 11. Television and Radio in the USA
Over 98% of American homes have television sets, and there are more than 900 commercial television stations. More than 600 of these are affiliated with the big three private national television networks, ABC, NBC and CBS, which show their programs at the same time throughout the nation during prime time (the hours in which most people watch television – usually 7.30 pm to 11 pm). The rest are either independent or in smaller networks. An increasing number of Americans also subscribe to cable television stations. There is no national radio station in the United States, but every large city has dozens of independent stations, which range from twenty-four hours a day news to rock and classical music.

Text 12. The USA Media

U.S.A. – A MEDIA STATE? Mass communication has revolutionized  the modern world. In the United States, it has given rise to what social observers sometimes call a media state, a society in which access to power is through the media. The term media, understood broadly, includes any channel of information through which information can pass. Since a democracy largely depends on public opinion, all those involved in communicating information inevitably have an important role to play. The print and broadcasting media not only convey information to the public, but also influence public opinion. Television, with access to virtually every American household, which typically tunes in about six hours a day, is a powerful influence. The broadcast media, capable of mass-producing messages and images instantaneously, have been largely responsible for homogenizing cultural and regional diversities across the country. Beyond this cultural significance, the power of the media is important to politicians, who use the media to influence voters; and to businessmen and women, who use the media to encourage consumption of their products.

COMMERCIAL CONTROL OF THE MEDIA. The relationship works in the other direction as well1. The audience's opinions influence the media industry. Most newspapers, magazines, radio and television networks in the United States are private commercial enterprises and must be responsive to their audience's demands, especially for entertainment, if they are to stay in business.

NEWSPAPERS AND MAGAZINES. Newspapers and magazines have long been major lines of communication and have always reached large audiences. Today, more than 11,000 different periodicals are published as either weekly, monthly, quarterly, or semiannual editions. In 1986, a total of 9,144 newspapers were published in the United States. More than 62 million copies of daily newspapers are printed every day and over 58 million copies of Sunday papers are published every week.
NEW PRESS DEVELOPMENTS. Readership levels, however, are not as high as they once were. Newspapers have had to cope with competition from radio and television. They have suffered a decline in circulation from the peak years around the turn2 of the century largely because of the trend of urban population moving to the suburbs. Studies show that most suburban readers prefer to get “serious” news from television and tend to read newspapers primarily for comics, sports, fashions, crime reports, and local news. Nowadays, Americans consider television their most important source of news, and a majority ranks3 television as the most believable news source. Accordingly, newspapers have made changes to increase their readership levels. Some established metropolitan newspapers are now published in “zoned’ editions for different regional audiences. In some cases, they have lost their readership to new weekly suburban newspapers that resemble magazines in format. To meet the public demand4 for more feature material, some publishers have started adding “life-style” and “home living” sections to their papers to make them more like magazines. 
CONGLOMERATION. Another trend which has accompanied the decline in readership and number of publications is the dramatic decline in competition. Variety at local and national levels has been reduced as media operations have become concentrated in the hands of just a few publishers and corporations. New Work City is a good example. In the 1920s people in Manhattan could choose from fourteen different morning and evening dailies. Thirty years later, the choice was reduced by half, and today New Work has only two morning papers, the Times and the News, plus one afternoon daily. In other areas around the country , the percentages of cities with competing  newspapers have decreased dramatically as publishers are driven out of business by larger competitors. In 1926 there were more than 500 cities with competing newspapers. Today there are under 40 and the number is falling. At this point, 97 percent of the cities carrying daily papers have but a single publisher. They are called “one-owner-towns”. Moreover, more and more of the remaining newspapers are under chain or group control. Chain publishers5 own newspapers all over the country. With a total circulation of over 22 million, chains comprise more than one third of the total daily newspaper circulation in the United states.
LARGE NATIONAL PAPERS AND NEWS SERVICES. The U.S. has never had a national press or newspaper with a mass national circulation like The Times and The Daily Telegraph in Britain or the leading papers in other countries. However, the influence of a few large metropolitan newspapers, most notably the New York Times and the Washington Post, has increased so that these papers come close to constituting a national press. Both papers syndicate their staff-written stories to regional newspapers all over the country.

Most newspapers rely heavily on wire copy from the two major news services, the Associated Press (AP) and United Press International (UPI), which gather national and international news stories and sell them to subscribing newspapers. The stories reported in major papers often influence other news media. Newspapers around the country and, significantly, television news programs take a lead from the Times in deciding what is and is not a big story. When the Times ceased publication for several weeks in 1978, there was clear evidence of television news programs’ lack of direction.

The trend toward concentration of ownership is defended on the ground6 that large-scale organizations can provide the funds, know-how, and management to keep a newspaper profitable and competitive. But conglomeration raises questions among some social commentators about objectivity. Would marketplace diversity not ensure that error and bias would be counterbalanced, and does monopoly not increase the chance that the public may be misinformed?

OBJECTIVITY. The American press, especially in recent decades, has insisted on objectivity and detachment in news reports, usually imposing a more rigorous separation of fact from opinion than do newspapers in other countries. Opinion is excluded from news columns and is presented on separate editorial pages, which feature unsigned editorials and include opinions signed by readers, contributors, and syndicated columnists. Careful effort to preserve objectivity is made even among monopoly newspapers. The Washington Post, for example, which in 1976 had a monopoly in the morning market in the Washington, D.C., area, covered that year’s presidential election by giving equal space to candidates Gerald Ford and Jimmy Carter. Even the photographs of the candidates were scrupulously equal in size and placement.

FREEDOM OF THE PRESS. The mass media in the United states claim explicit recognition of their right to be free from government control and censorship. The First Amendment to the Constitution states: “Congress shall make no law … abridging the freedom … of the press”. Government and media often engage in confrontations when reporters disclose classified information or pursue investigative reporting to uncover injustices and corruption within American institutions. This adversary stance toward government which many news executives and reporters advocate has led government officials and other critics to accuse the news media of transgressing the bounds of journalism and influencing events they once merely described. The controversy over the role of the media has led to many stormy court battles. When, in 1971, the Washington Post and New York Times published the “Pentagon Papers”, a classified7 U.S. Defense document about the origins of the U.S. involvement in the Vietnam conflict, the Supreme Court ruled that the newspapers were within their rights to publish the material. The Washington Post’s role in uncovering the Watergate scandal is another example of the media’s involvement in national events. The story started a sequence of events that led to the resignation of President Nixon. 

RADIO AND TELEVISION. Theoretically, anyone in the United states can start a newspaper or magazine, but to become a radio or television broadcaster one must be granted a portion of the limited radio-television spectrum by the government’s licensing board, the Federal Communications Commission (FCC). For the most part, the American broadcasting system has always been a commercial system. It is supported by money from businesses that pay to advertise goods or services to the audience. Advertising messages are usually presented as 15,30, or 60-second commercial announcements before, during, and after programs. Commercial broadcasting is a huge industry bringing in profits of about 1.8 billion dollars annually. As of 1984, there were over 8,000 commercial AM and FM radio stations and over 850 commercial television stations. Attracting a smaller audience, there is also noncommercial public broadcasting for radio and television. The funding for public broadcasting comes primarily from congressional appropriations, grants from foundations, and contributions from viewers. The programs, often educational or cultural, appeal to a highly selective audience.

The number of radio and television broadcasting stations provides for wide diversification in programming. Most radio stations offer listeners a variety of music programs, including country-western, pop music, classical music, and jazz. Other stations feature news, talk interviews and discussions, and religious programs exclusively.

NETWORKS. Most commercial television stations are affiliated with one of the three major networks, ABC, CBS, and NBC. Networks are essentially program distribution companies. A network buys programs from independent television production companies, most of which are located in Hollywood, and distributes these programs across the country to television stations that are affiliated with the network. The network is paid by advertisers to insert commercial announcements on the programs the networks buy. Because networks are commercial systems dependent on advertising, they compete with each other for viewers and are intent on choosing programs that will win high audience ratings.

PROGRAMMING. Programs that aim mass entertainment are preferred over educational and news programs. Evening news programs and other news shows are often criticized for concerning themselves with entertainment. Critics charge that networks often emphasize the personalities of newscasters at the expense of issues of public importance.

CABLE TELEVISION. Viewers whose tastes are not satisfied by  many offerings of network and local programs are now increasing their options by subscribing to cable television. About 35 million Americans pay a monthly fee of approximately $17.00 for greater selection. Cable television companies receive signals from television stations through a larger master antenna or dish and relay the signal into the homes of subscribers by wires attached to home receivers. Cable companies can program 40 different channels, providing viewers with many specialized programs such as Hollywood musicals, local theater productions, and recent film releases.

SATELLITE TELEVISION. Satellite TV was originally designed to offer a greater selection of programs to people in rural areas that could not easily be connected to the cable system. It now provides anybody who is ready to have a satellite dish installed in his or her backyard with the same programming as cable TV. There has been a controversy recently as to the viewer’s right to freely receive signals that are beamed down onto his or her property. The so-called superstations, which are in fact small independent stations, utilize the power of both cable and satellite to program nationwide. Conventional television has had to struggle to retain its audience as people switch over to cable viewing, satellite TV or renting video cassettes.

As responsive as television is to audience ratings, many critics complain that producers and network executives should be more sensitive to the effects of television violence on children and adults. The debate over the possible link between the amount of violence on television and the amount of violence in society has not yet been resolved. However, protest did lead to the introduction of “family viewing time” from seven to nine o’clock in the evening. During these hours, adult programs containing violence and sexual suggestiveness are kept to a minimum. There is a considerable amount of citizen involvement on other issues as well. For example, there are groups that lobby for a better standard of children’s television, and other groups associated with the religious right which object to explicit language8 and immorality on the television screen.

Text 5. Hungarians and Ukrainians 
discuss plans for cooperation 
which will be necessary after Hungary joins the EU
The participants of the Ukrainian-Hungarian business forum and conference titled Hungary’s Accession to the EU: New Possibilities of  Ukrainian-Hungarian Trade and Economic relations, which was held last week in Budapest, discussed a wide range of issues dealing wide range of issues dealing with foreign economic cooperation in connection with the upcoming enlargement of the European Union.

The meeting of businessmen and government representatives of the two countries initiated by the Ukrainian National Committee of the international Chamber of Commerce had several objectives. Specifically, the forum’s participants set an objective of outlining the problems that will emerge in Ukrainian-Hungarian trade and economic relations as a result of Hungary’s accession to the EU on May 1, 2004 and also developing a joint vision of their resolution. Ukrainians, for example, were interested in the anticipated changes in customs tariffs and procedures, the possible repercussions for the Ukrainian business of the introduction of EU standards in Hungary, and the country joining the European transport and logistics system.
In addition, issues of trans-border cooperation and development of economic relations between the border regions of Szabolcs-Szatmar-Bereg in Hungary and Zakarpattia (Trans-Carpathia) in Ukraine, the specifics of Hungarian investment policy and the window of opportunities that will open up for Ukrainian investments in this context were discussed. Noteworthy is the fact that representatives of Hungary’s government pointed to the successful privatization of Dunaferr Steelworks by the Ukrainian corporation Industrial Union of Donbas (IUD) as a considerable achievement for Hungary. This was a pleasant change on the backdrop of the news from Poland where IUD, having objectively won a similar tender, was not only not named the winner, but also became a target of character assassination and an object of political intrigue …

Contacts and networking at the forum were quite lively and substantive. Many participants of the Ukrainian delegation were given exhaustive answer to the questions they had amassed and also managed to explain to the Hungarian side their own vision of  weak spots in Ukrainian-Hungarian trade and economic relations. For example, the issue of Ukrainian transport companies obtaining permits to cross Hungarian territory was one source of heated discussions. The matter is that Budapest limits the amount of permits issued to transport companies from the CIS, allegedly referring to its eastern neighbors’ obsolete cargo transport vehicle fleet, environmental concerns and protests of the population about growing traffic on Hungarian highways.

As a result, Ukrainian transport companies that have been issued a sufficient number of permits for transporting freight through Austria, Italy and other European countries are unable to take advantage of them [due to Hungary’s policy]. Although Ukrainians took the opportunity to once again remind Hungarian officials about this problem, it appeared that the latter is not particularly interested in finding a solution to this problem at the moment. So, the only thing Ukraine’s transport companies can hope for is that the Ukrainian government is serious about its declared intent to protect the interests of domestic business on foreign markets and that it will finally work on resolving this issue at the inter-governmental level.

In assessing the results of the business forum, Ukrainian National Committee of the International Chamber of Commerce President noted its relevance and the benefits that the members of the Ukrainian delegation received as a result of meeting and directly communicating with senior government officials of Hungary and representatives of Hungarian business. According to the committee’s president, the fact that questions asked regarding burning issues were answered and commented on by Secretary of State of the Economy and transport Ministry of Hungary, Hungarian Foreign Ministry Deputy State Secretary on Foreign Economic Relations, the head of the Customs and Financial Inspection Department and others, gave the meeting an air of high status and great pragmatic value. Besides this, many participants successfully established new business contacts and obtained information regarding the current economic situation in the Hungarian market.

It was also said that the UNC ICC intends to hold such business forums aimed at strengthening the positions of Ukrainian business on foreign markets a regular practice. Indeed, a similar meeting is currently being organized to be held in Argentina.

As the UCC informed KW, the proposal, according to Graham, „should be developed”. 
Mass media will not be subject to inspection

As KW predicted a month ago, Ukrainian authorities met the requirements of the OSCE, PACE, NATO and EU and took a number of steps to guarantee freedom of speech and free operation of all mass media during the election campaign. During the last month, the situation with the mass media was the key issue for criticism of Ukraine on the part of the West, while critics constitutional reform gradually receded. This can be construed as the main objective of Ukrainian authorities in holding back on announcing the long-awaited decision.

On March 15, President Leonid Kuchma introduced a moratorium on inspections of the mass media during the presidential election campaign in 2004 by the Prosecutor general’s Office, the Ministry of Internal Affairs, the State Tax Administration and Ministry of Emergency Issues, to which the Fire Safety Inspection authorities are subordinate. The official reason for the moratorium set by the Ukrainian head of state was the appeal of the Association of Network TV and Radio Broadcasters. In a letter addressed to President Kuchma, the association requested that inspection of the mass media be banned up until the presidential elections, considering the importance of mass media in the public life of Ukraine, exercising freedom of speech and citizens’ rights to obtain information and also other constitutional rights and freedoms of citizens. Earlier that day, the president met representatives of the association, after which he issued his decree. Though not many doubted that a moratorium would be set given that a similar moratorium was established during the parliamentary elections campaign in 2002.
On the very same day (march 15), another event was announced. The State tax Administration concluded an agreement with the IMI-RSF (Institute of Mass Information, the official representative of the International press freedom defending organization Reporters sans Frontieres). The document signed by the head of the STA Yuriy Kravchenco and IMI-RSF President Alla Lazareva also has a history behind it. Namely, it extends the effect of the memorandum approved in October 2002 and stipulates the possibility of direct participatin of IMI in scheduled in sections of the mass media conducted by the tax authorities. The agreement is valid until Dec. 31, 2004.
Meanwhile, on march 16 the parliament passed the resolution on Ensuring Uninterrupted Activity of Mass Media in 2004. In this document the parliament called on the government to take measures on curbing inspections of the mass media in 2004 by bodies of the executive branch of power and recommended to the State Tax Administration to cancel its schedule of mass media inspections in 2004.

The topic of freedom of speech was the key issue at the latest demonstration of the opposition triad of Nasha Ukraina, the Yulia Tymoshenko Bloc and the Socialist Party of Ukraine, which took place on March 9. The resolution of the demonstration was dedicated precisely to this issue, since the participants of the opposition have different views on other issues such as constitutional reform. Having introduced the moratorium on mass media inspections, the current regime in power robbed the opposition of another trump card; one that united the opposition. For this very reason, it can be expected that the level of voters’ trust towards opposition candidates will continue to falter and the position of the candidate from the parliamentary majority will strengthen. 
Other than pledges, little accomplished in seaside chats

(Staff and Wire Reports) – The presidents of Ukraine, Russia, Belarus and Kazakhstan gathered in the Crimean resort city if Yalta May 23-24 for a meeting to discuss development of the regulatory framework for the Common Economic Space (CES), a trade and economic union.

Apart from reiterating pledges to pursue closer economic ties, little concrete was accomplished during the meeting, where leaders agreed to draft accords and some normative acts before meeting again on September 15.
“There are a lot of problems with regard to the process of the creation of the CES”, conceded President Leonid at the close of the summit, noting that leaders disagreed over whether to simultaneously create all CES structures or to proceed gradually.
“[The CES] needs to breathe and operate”, Kuchma added. “Each country should lose something in order to find something else at the and of the road”.

What, specifically, will be lost or gained remains an open question.

Created in September 2003, the CES commits the signatories to establishing a free-trade zone and a customs alliance as well as ensuring free movement of commodities, labor, services and capital. It also calls for a high level of political coordination on economic and financial policies.
First things first


Kazakh President Nursultan Nazarbaev said that the bloc’s first task should be establishing a customs union. 


„Otherwise, I don’t understand what we are going to do next”, he said. „And next we need a transport union, too,” he added.


Belarusian President Aleksander Lukashenko was even less precise.

’’We are international people and advocate the processes of integration’’, he said upon arriving in Yalta.
Russian President Vladimir Putin, meanwhile, said the first package of documents to make the CES a reality could be signed in 2005 or early 2006.


“We have gathered together in order to work out, through discussion, rules of economic behavior that are favorable to each of the four countries”, he said.


The package, Putin added, should include agreements for harmonizing foreign trade, and the introduction of common customs tariffs. He did not elaborate.


Trade between Ukraine and Russia in 2003 totaled nearly $13 billion. Ukraine exported $4.3 billion of goods to Russia, 35 percent more than in 2002. Imports from Russia totaled $8.6 billion, a 37 percent increase over the previous year, according to Ukraine’s State Statistics Committee.

The creation of a trade alliance between Ukraine, Russia, Belarus and Kazakhstan could, in theory, bring economic benefits to Ukraine. The bloc’s critics, however, have anticipated that CES accords will only complicate Ukraine’s stated desire to join the World trade Organization and improve economic ties with the European Union.
Past laid to rest as new ties emphasized 

in three days of talks 
(Staff and Wire Reports) – Georgian President Mikhail Saakashvili met with Our Ukraine bloc leader Viktor Yushchenko in Kyiv on April 28 and discussed cooperation between their parties as well as the political situation in both countries.
Yushchenko said he congratulated Saakashvili during the 40-minute meeting on his first successes in office, noting that the new Georgian authorities had managed to ”respond brilliantly” to the challenges facing the nation.

A day earlier during a joint press conference with the Georgian leader, President Leonid Kuchma said that Ukraine supports Georgia’s territorial integrity amid widespread speculation that the country’s new laeder would use force to re-assert control over the Black Sea region of Adzharia.

“Ukraine has always stood for the territorial integrity of Georgia and we will do what we can to secure the process”, Kuchma pledged.

First official visit

Making his first official visit to Ukraine, Saakashvili, a 36-year-old U.S.-educated lawyer, responded that the time to “throw stones away” had ended in Georgia, and the time “to collect them” had started.

“So if someone is still prepared to throw stones away, we will shorten his hands”, he added, referring to breakaway leader Aslan Adashidze, who runs Adzharia as his personal fiefdom.

Tensions have simmered between Georgia’s central government and Abashidze since President Eduard Shevardnadze was ousted last fall amid protests led by Saakashvili, who traveled to Kyiv to meet with Ukrainian opposition leaders before being elected president in January.

At that time, Kuchma had wished Shevardnadze “success” in his fight with the opposition and called attempts by Saakashvili to seize power “unacceptable”.


Six months later, Kuchma and his new counterpart Saakashvili appeared at ease with one another, saying that they had agreed on a wide range of political, economic, trade and military issues.


Georgia holds the current chairmanship of GUUAM, a loose grouping of five former Soviet republics – Georgia, Ukraine, Uzbekistan, Azerbaijan and Moldova – established in 1997 to foster regional economic cooperation. The next GUUAM summit, the presidents announced, will be in Tbilisi.

Business on the agenda

The presidens also decided that the railway-ferry route from Varna, Bulgaria, via Illichevsk, Ukraine to Poti/Batumi, Georgia would work daily instead of once every two days. In additi8on, Saakashvili thanked Ukraine for helping to strengthen Georgia’s armed forces.


Georgia and Ukraine have sent troops to Iraq, and Kuchma said both countries would keep their forces there until power is handed over Iraqi civilian government.


Kuchma said that he and Saakashvili concur that the United Nations should take a leading role in stabilizing the situation there.

White House Press Secretary Scott McClellan said on April 26 that U.S. President George Bush and Russian President Vladimir Putin talked about Georgia during a telephone conversation on April 26, though he did not elaborate. 
Two Summits


The distinguishing feature of this year’s CIS summit is its “dual format” and the priority attached to the question of fighting terrorism. The summit’s dual format is due to the fact that the presidents of the Single Economic Space (SES) member states held a separate meeting as part of the CIS summit. The war on terror was discussed during the September 16 meeting of CIS presidents. The foreign ministers of the CIS nations discussed proposals to reform the Commonwealth bodies and approved an OSCE reform proposal. The foreign ministers believe that changes within CIS structures are imperative because of the “contemporary geopolitical realities, especially the rising terrorist threat”, according to Interfax Ukraine. As for the proposal to the OSCE.  Ukraine’s Foreign Minister Kostiantyn Hryschenco emphasized that is positive formulation does not contain any criticism of the OSCE. Today (September 16-Ed.) the CIS summit is expected to endorse a statement on the recent wave of terror that has swept Russia. ITAR-TASS quotes a source at the Russian presidential administration as saying that Vladimir Putin will inform CIS leaders about What Russia is doing now and what it plans to do to fight terrorism. In their joint statement CIS leaders will “condemn the attacks on civilian facilities, which were unprecedented in terms of their cruelty and cynicism.” The question of “further developing CIS member states’ cooperation to counter threats to security and stability in the light of documents adopted by the CIS, OSCE, and UN” was the first item on the summit’s agenda.


The two summits ended in Kazahstan on September 15, Despite expectations of an emphasis on the fight against terrorism, economic issues predominated. During the meeting of SES heads of state, Presidents  Vladimir Putin of Russia, Nursultan Nazarbaiev of  Kazahstan, Leonid Kuchma of Ukraine, Aleksandr Lukashenko of Belarus considered the progress on agreements reached during the May 24 meeting of SES presidents in Yalta and reviewed the list of international legal documents to be harmonized and signed by SES member states in the first place. The parties discussed a transition to common principles of VAT collection in multilateral trade and ways to simplify the border crossing procedure for those traveling within the SES.

U.S. Secretary of Defense Donald Rumsfeld and four Republican senators., including John McCain, will visit Kyiv to discuss bilateral relations, the upcoming presidential elections, Iraq and other issues with Ukrainian officials.


Rumsfeld is scheduled to meet with Ukrainian defense officials from Aug. 12-13, according to Ukrainian’s Defense Ministry, which said Aug. 11 that peacekeeping missins in Iraq and the former Yugoslavia would be the main topics on the agenda.


Rumsfeld’s trip to Ukraine is part of a multi-country tour that includes visits to Russia, Iraq, Kuwait, Oman and Afganistan, a U.S. Embassy spokesperson told the Post on July 10. During his stop Ukraine, Rumsfeld is expected to meet with his Ukrainian counterpart Yevhen Marchuk and with President Leonid Kuchma, the spokesperson said.


The U.S. Defense Department did not respond to inquiries by the Post.


Informed sources said that four U.S. Republican senators will also visit Ukraine shortly on a separate trip set for Aug. 18-19, Susan Collins (ME), John Sununu (NH) and Lindsey Graham (SC).


The senators will likely travel to Crimea to meet with Kuchma and potentially with oppositionist political forces later in Kyiv. After their visit to Ukraine, the four senators will travel to Lithhhhuania where they will discuss democracy short-comings in Belarus with oppositionist forces from that country, sources said.


The high-level visits to Ukrain come amidst growing calls within government circles and Parliament to withdraw Ukraine’s contingent of 1,500 troops currently serving as peacekeepers in Iraq. Currently Ukrain has the fourth-largest non-U.S. troop contingent in Iraq.


U.S. Secretary of Defense Donald Rumsfeld is responsible for U.S. politicies in Iraq and for directing the actions of the Defense Department in response to the September 11, 2001 terr0rist attacks on the U.S.


Last month, Kuchma signnned a decree that reworded Ukraine’s official military doctrine, softening its previous goals of membership in NATO and the European Union. Ukraine’s new military doctrine now emphasizes substantially “deepening relations with NATO and the EU.”


The visit of the four senators marks the highest delegation of U.S. legislators to visit Ukraine in recent years. All four either currently serve or have served on various Senate committees and subcommittees relating to American armed forces, international operations and terrorism, or the newly created Department of Homeland Security.


Of the four, McCain has the highest profile. A Vietnam War  veteran, McCain serves as the Chairman of the Senate Committee on Commerce, Science, and Transportation, and is a member of the Senate’s Armed Services Committee, among others. He was a Republican candidate for the presidency during the 2000 presidential campaign, issuing a strong primary challenge to incumbent President George W. Bush. McCain was even touted as a potential running mate to Democratic Party presidential candidate John Kerry, but McCain later dismissed those rumors as speculation.


Collins serves as Chairman of the Governmental Affairs Committee, Which has jurisdiction over the Department of Homeland Security. She is also on the Senate’s chief oversight committee and the Armed Services Committee.


Sununu is Chairman of the Foreign Relations Subcommittee on International Operations and Terrorism and is a member of various others.


Graham is most noted for working on the Senate’s Armed Services Committee.
