T. Airports are used for take-off and landing of aircraft. You already know
the terms «take-off» and «landing». They are antonyms, they mean
opposite operations. What is the Ukrainian for them?

S. The Ukrainian for them is correspondingly: «3nit» and «nocaaka».

T. That's right. Airports are also used for aircraft maintenance or servicing
and storage. So what are airports used for?

S. Airports are used for take-off, landing, maintenance and storage of air-
craft.

T. Quite right. Are airports important for aviation?

S. Yes, they are. I think airports and their facilities are just as important to
aviation as the aircraft that use them.

T. Right you are. Now let's consider the airport design. The airport con-
sists principally of two clements: the landing area and the terminal
area. You know the meaning of the term «landing area», don't you?

S. Yes, we do. It means «ierosuiue (acpoapom)».

T. That's right. And the terminal area is the portion of the airport other
than the landing area. The Ukrainian cquivalent for the «terminal
area» is «cmyx6oBo-Texniyna Teputopis (CTT)». So, what are the
two principal clements of the airport?

S. They are: the landing area and the terminal area.

T. The airport system includes also the third clement, namely: the control
of air traffic in the airspace round the airport. So, what is the third im-
portant element of the airport system.

S. It is the air traffic control.

T. Right. Together these three elements constitute the airport system.
