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DEVELOPMENT OF GLOBALIZATION PROCESSES IN THE WORLD ECONOMY

The article contains the main concepts of globalization; reveals the essence, the basic features and the driving forces of globalization; defines the main stages and results of internationalization stipulated by the global processes that occur in the world economy and the logical, sequential changes that ensure the development of the world system.

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Problem statement. In modern conditions the world economy in general and each individual country are at a quite controversial and difficult stage of development, because this period witnesses a very rapid transition to a new form of world economic mechanism – the global information society, which coincides with the deep economic crisis of the world economic system.
Despite the fact that the world economic system in the XX century has clearly established facts of formation of local zones of rapid economic growth, internationalization and other globalization features, the contemporary world economy represents a very complex globalized economic mechanism, which consists of separate national economies. 

Analysis of recent researches and publications. Studying global processes of economic, demographic and other nature resulted in the need to develop models of the world economy as a system. Scientists from different countries developed many models of the world economy as the options to address the issues of the world economic level. The most well known among them is the model of the Club of Rome “Restructuring of the world order” prepared by W. Behrens and developments by V. Havrylyshyn, 
I. Meadows, D.Forrester [6], etc. The vast majority of projects on harmonization of the global economy are based on the centre-periphery model.

The purpose of the article. Therefore, there is no consensus on the phenomenon of globalization among the scientists. The purpose of this research is to develop solutions that can enhance the influence of positive and neutralize the effects of negative events and consequences of globalization.

Statement of the main information. Several directions were established in the sphere of global studies, on the basis of which the following main concepts of globalization were set forth: the concept of the limits to growth, the concept of sustainable development, the concept of universal evolutionism, the concept of mitosis of biospheres, the concept of world-system analysis, the concept of controlled global development.

The concept of the limits to growth was generated based on the drawing up of reports of the Club of Rome, whose members believe that the underlying causes of the difficulties encountered in the implementation of international corporate projects and programs are the global system effects – the consequences of destructive changes in the world economic system that cannot be overcome at the local level. Proponents of this concept proceed from the dysfunctionality of the global system, and the fact that in conditions of preserving the existing trends of growth (population, volume of capital investments, food production, use of non-renewable resources, rates of environmental pollution) the humanity rapidly approaches the limit to demographic and economic development.

Proponents of the concept of sustainable development argue that it is necessary to ensure seeking of ways that would ensure human progress not only in highly developed regions of the world, but for the planet in general, in the long-term prospect, to counter the population explosion in developing countries, and in contrast to the concept of western type economic growth that resulted in consumption by humanity of significantly more resources than the laws of stable functioning of global ecosystems allow. 

The concept of universal evolutionism, which criticises the ideas of ​​the “Club of Rome”, is based on the doctrine of V. Vernadskyi. Proponents of this concept call to take into account the reaction of the biosphere (which is inevitable in the long-term plan) to the processes of global development, coordinating the development of humanity and the biosphere and creating prerequisites for the formation of a new type of civilization – the noosphere civilization. 

The concept of mitosis of biospheres, developing the concept of universal evolutionism, considers the noosphere as a synthesis of the biosphere and the technosphere, the important factor of further development of the world.

The concept of world-system analysis explains changes of the world capitalist system as a transition to post-capitalist stage of economic development, which serves as the first historical form of the global system, which is considered as the interaction of the “core”, “semiperiphery” and “periphery” of the world.

The concept of controlled global development justifies the creation of alternative models of global development and recommendations on the choice of optimal systems of management of this development. Transition to information society is considered as the main way of solving global problems.

Thus, globalization can be represented as a multifaceted category that has the appropriate forms, subjects and driving forces (Fig. 1), and in its turn the global environment of the world economy – as the surrounding, the external system of components influencing the world economic system externally, while the world economic system should be regarded as a common mechanism of high order, which includes elements of the low level, such as continents, countries, regions, etc. 
However, globalization is the process of development of stable relations between the national economies of individual countries, and as a result of perception by countries of certain global standards, they become an integral part of the world economy.

Economy of any state is not only a combination of branches of national economy, providing the society with the vital benefits and services based on the intranational system of labour distribution. At the same time it is dependent on the economies of other countries, because, firstly, no national economic system is able to produce all the goods and services required to meet the citizens’needs, and, secondly, many types of goods and services may be received from other countries much cheaper than the cost of their production inside the country. International specialization and international distribution of labour, being the highest form of social distribution of labour, appear with the introduction of national economic systems and national countries, which eventually leads to the global changes in the world economy 
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Global environment is stipulated by global processes that occur in the world economy and are logical, sequential changes that ensure the development of the world system (Fig. 2).

Further evolution of globalization largely depends on the integration of the three major global markets (EU, USA, Japan) (Fig. 3), which together provide more than half the world’s global product.
In the most general form globalization can be represented as a combination of processes of transnationalization, regionalization and global institutionalization, and its driving forces are the fundamental scientific and technological changes based on comprehensive information. Thus, according to A. Chumakov (who announced the opinion of many scientists), it is important to realize that intellectual and information resources, having no absolute quantitative restrictions, are capable of replicating, self-development, and that globalization facilitates enhancement of efficiency of development through distribution of innovations in the sphere of technology and management, dynamization and diversification of exchange of goods, services, investments [2, pp. 22-23].

However, it should be noted that transition of the world economic system to the global stage of development causes violation of organizational and functional equilibrium of the world economy, which was noticed by 
I. Wallerstein. He told that it is impossible that international development is implemented in all states within the capitalist word economy, since the process of capital accumulation requires a hierarchical system in which the added value is distributed unevenly, and as a result, the most probable scenario for the development of the world economy will be the aim of the leading countries of world economy to maintain the existing inequality. Conclusion. From the above-mentioned we come to the conclusion that modern global studies have not a single paradigm at the given stage of world economic development.
The theory of post-industrial society, based on improving the value of information, knowledge, science was formed in the countries with developed economy in conditions of activation of globalization processes, and this in its turn helps reduce the number of workers employed in the sphere of production and correspondingly increase this indicator in the services sector. 
The theory of post-industrial society argues that the world witnesses full unification in the fields of informatization, provision of transparency of economic space, expansion of the global communications network rather than economic convergence, the result of which would be a political and social unity of the international community. In addition, there is an ongoing complex and multifaceted process, which can be roughly described as the new regionalism – the formation of macro-regional spaces on the background of geoconomic division of the world, creation of socio-economic coalitions. [4, p. 51] According to the above-mentioned circumstances the theory highlights the issue of creation of the system of global management of all economic activity in the world economic system and resources of the earth, which explains the beginning of optimization of the aggregate industrial activity within the global economy, rapid establishment of global economy, which is maximally aimed at profound geographical changes of industrial production with the aim of its transformation.
