RAM is a very high-speed type of memory, which makes it ideal for storing active
programs and system processes. It is different than hard disk space in that RAM is made
up of physical memory chips, while hard disks are magnetic disks that spin inside a hard
drive. Accessing RAM is much faster than accessing the hard disk because RAM access
is based on electric charges, while the hard drive needs to seek to the correct part of the
disk before accessing data. However, all the information stored in RAM is erased when
the computer's power is turned off. The hard disk, on the other hand, stores data
magnetically without requiring any electrical power.

ROM stands for "Read-Only Memory." Do not confuse this term with RAM or a
hard drive, as many people already do. ROM is memory containing hardwired
instructions that the computer uses when it boots up, before the system software loads. In
PCs, the instructions are read from a small program in the ROM, called the BIOS.
