development - local self-governance) will defend not only the private party
commercial purposes, but also social interests of end users.

The use of public-private partnership in the development of municipal
infrastructure and related services provision in many countries has proven its
effectiveness. At the same time, theorists and practitioners of this approach
argue that this is not a "panacea" for all problems related to infrastructure
development, and utilization of this approach can not always replace traditional
public procurement. Therefore, in each case the decision regarding the launch
of PPP projects, including at the local level, must consider all the "pros™" and
"cons" on issues like risks, costs of financing, the total cost of the project, the
size of tariffs, accessibility of the services for end user etc.
