 In the methodical recommendations the basic requirements for writing and execution of home task on the history of State and law of Ukraine are outlined. For students of the 1st course of the day of studying speciality 081 "Law".
INTRODUCTION
In accordance with the training Plan for Bachelors of Law students of full-time education fulfil homework (HW) from the history of state and law of Ukraine. The HW implementation is one of the types of self-study work of students, which is intended to testify the quality of knowledge acquired by students and skills to use them in the field of theoretical issues in the sphere of law.

The homework is fulfilled in 1 and 2 semesters, according to the established procedure of methodical recommendations, in order to consolidate and deepen the theoretical knowledge and skills of students and is an important stage in the assimilation of the educational material It is taught in 1 semester.
Homework is fulfilled on the basis of the training material made on the independent processing of students, and is part of the module № 2 "state-legal system of Ukrainian lands under foreign patronizing (XIV-beginning of XX century)" and module № 4 "State and law Ukraine in the Soviet day and at the present stage.

A specific purpose of the homework is contained, depending on the variant of the task, in studying and learning the thorough knowledge of history and traditions of national State and human rights.
Homework is fulfilled to consolidate, deepen and generalize knowledge, learned from the time of study and the skills of their application for complex solution of specific tasks:
-development, strengthening of skills and skills of self-work, Search and research activities and creative initiatives; 

-use of general scientific knowledge on the history of the state and law of Ukraine, educational, methodical and reference literature in solving the tasks of work; 

-Formation of professional skills and knowledge, execution and defense of the home task is carried out by the student individually in accordance with methodical recommendations. 

The time required to fulfil the homework is up to 8 hours of independent work. 

1. PROCESS OF Homework FULFILMENT
Homework is fulfilled in the timeframe of the working curriculum of the appropriate stage training and must have a volume of 10-15 printed pages. 

The subject for a particular fulfiler is determined by the sum of the last two digits of the number of credits book. For example, if the sum of the last two digits of the credits book is "3", then the student chooses, respectively, the 3rd, 13th, 23rd,..., 93-yu theme. If this sum equals "0" or "10", then elected, respectively, 10-and 20-and,..., 100-and subject. To consider the interests and abilities of students, arbitrary choice of theme is possible by agreement with the teacher.

The HW implementation consists of the following steps:

- choosing the topic of homework (the subject students choose independently, guided by the list, which is proposed by the Chair; If a student has a desire to develop a subject that is not envisaged by the recommended topic, he must reconcile this issue with the teacher);
- selection and study of literature (useful advice in the process of selection of literature student receives from the teacher, the library staff; significantly accelerate the process of literature on the use of alphabetic and systematic catalogues of literature, bibliographic Handbooks, sources of information from internetу; In-depth study of the dibranth literature it is advisable to start with consideration of the newest publications; In the process of studying the literature on separate sheets or cards, the recordings are made, statements of separate data, quotations; Be sure to record the name and initials of the author of the book or article, as well as the name of the publication, publishing house, City and year of publication, page number is necessary for reference to the primary source, used in writing the reference work);

- writing and executing the task (collected at the previous stage of the material is classified, systematized and processed according to the sequence of the plan points; formulated conclusions, the illustrations are given (schemes, graphs, tables) and editable; The third stage completes the design of the homework according to requirements);
- homework defense (a task is completed in the prescribed time it seems to the students the manager of work for verification; If the scientific supervisor evaluates it positively, it is allowed to defend; During the defense of the student should briefly (3-5 minutes) justify Expediency of the proposed topic, and also give answers to questions; In the process of defense of work is estimated depth of knowledge of the student in the investigated problem, its ability to report and conduct discussion, justification and defend their own viewpoint, answer questions; The student receives a rating according to the results of defending the homework.
2. DESIGN OF THE home WORK
Homework should be in line with stylistically, grammatically and technically documented. Materials must be submitted in a form acceptable for reading and perception of information.

Homework is completed in the following sequence:
1. Cover Sheet.

2. Content.

3. Introduction.

4. The main part.

5. Conclusions.

6. List of used sources and literature.

Homework starts with the cover sheet (see Appendix 1).

After the cover sheet fit the TOC (Plan) page, which lists the headings of the home task parts and the page numbers from which they start (see Appendix 2).
The text of the main part is divided according to the plan on paragraphs (sections) and points. Paragraph names (chapters) are recorded as uppercase letters in the headings. The names of items are recorded in lowercase letters, except for the first major. Paragraphs (chapters) are numbered in line with Arabic numerals, and paragraphs are two Arabic numerals, separated by a period (the number of the corresponding paragraph (section) and the number of the corresponding paragraph within the paragraph (section). Each paragraph (section ) begins with a new page.
The text can be written by hand ink of one color or printed on a printer, neatly, without errors. When laying out the material should be used by acknowledged terminology, paying attention to the accuracy of its application and clarity of formulations. Abbreviations of words in the text and artwork, except generally accepted abbreviations, are not allowed. The material must be laid out in a logical sequence, is not allowed to switch to consideration of another issue until the previous is illuminated.
Homework is fulfilled on white paper sheets of standard A4 format. The text is placed on one side of the sheet, with margins: left-30 mm; Right – 15 mm; Top and bottom-20 mm. All pages (except the cover sheet) must be numbered. Sequence number of the page put in the bottom right or upper corner. Page numbering starts with a page of content that is numbered "2" because it is the second page of the control, and ends with the last page – a list of used sources and literature.

Tables, diagrams, illustrations must have a sequential number, a thematic name.

Information that is borrowed from other sources, as well as the citations contained in the text, must be made by the link. The links are given immediately after the quotation is completed in brackets, where the source number in the References list and the corresponding source page are indicated, for example: [2:8].  

In the home task must be in alphabetical order the list of used sources, training, reference, periodic literature, which has a continuous numbering (see additional 3).

The list must contain the following source information:
Books: Surname, author's initials (authors); The exact name of the book; City edition; Name of the publishing house; Publication year; Number of pages in a book.

Journal or newspaper articles: surname, initials of the author (authors); Title of the article; Name of the magazine or newspaper; Publication year; Magazine number or date of publication of the newspaper; Article pages in a magazine or newspaper.  

3. Quality assessment and DEFENSE of HOME work

1. “Excellent” – if the task is fulfilled in accordance with the schedule, the content is laid out completely, the sequence of the task, its presentation is reasonable; The student demonstrates the ability to analyze the material and make reasoned conclusions.
 2. “Good” – It is put on condition that if it is defined under the condition, if under the separate indicators during analysis of justification, it is a desire to make some corrections and additions, to correct any provisions or conclusions.

3. “Satisfactory” – homework is given with deviation from term to 3 days, separate elements are submitted without sufficient justification, the vast majority of materials are written off from the primary source.
4. “Non Satisfactory” – The task given for late to 5 days, the situation has no justification, the content is disclosed purely formally, the student demonstrates ignorance of the material.

Defending your homework takes place in the form of a personal conversation with a student, during which the latter should respond clearly to the questions posed. During the defense of the work is verified the depth of theoretical knowledge, the possession of terminology, ability to creatively use knowledge in solving professional tasks.
