2. Homework:

- developing skills and abilities to apply acquired knowledge in solving specific tasks;
- formation of understanding of the existing scientific and practical problems in law and acquisition of ability to solve them;
- mastering the methodology of scientific research in solving problem issues, which are researched in homework, generalization and logical presentation of the material;
- development of the student’s ability to independently study and generalize legislative and scientific sources, apply them correctly during the course of legal practice.
2.1 After work the student must
Know:
˗ sources, structure and place of the academic discipline in the system of national law;

˗ new methodological approaches of the science of constitutional law of foreign countries;

˗ concept, classification and peculiarities of the adoption of constitutions of foreign countries;

˗ peculiarities of constitutional responsibility;

˗ legal regulation grounds of activity of subjects of constitutional legal relations;

˗ fundamentals of constitutional law of the leading countries of the world.

Be able:
˗ apply the general theoretical knowledge, taking into account the specifics of constitutional legislation of some countries, for the correct teaching of this topic;

˗ explain the essence of the concept of “subject” of constitutional law and characterize his legal personality;
˗ describe the procedure for creation, appointment or selection of a given subject as the carrier of particular power, his place and role in the field of exercising of state authority;

˗ determine the role of the subject in the sphere of protection of human rights and freedoms;
˗ analyze peculiarities of the norms of constitutional and legal acts of foreign countries regarding the legal regulation of the activitiy of subjects of constitutional law in the aspect of building of a law-governed state and civil society.

3. Contents and sequence of the task
After approval of the topic of homework the student begins to implement it.
Typically, homework involves the following steps:
3.1. Preview the sources
3.1.1. Such acquaintance consists of working out of corresponding sections of monographs, textbooks, scientific articles, textbooks, works with bibliographic reference books and library catalogs.
3.1.2. The result of the work should be the compilation of a systematic list of bibliography on the chosen topic of homework. In future, this list should be constantly updated and supplemented.
3.2. Defining the goals and objectives of the study
3.2.1. This stage of homework work aims to clarify and establish the range of issues that should be addressed in it. For this, the student must work out the main theoretical sources on the topic of homework, consult with the head and formulate specific issues that, in his opinion, should be the main content of homework.
3.2.2. The result of this stage should be the formulated and agreed with the manager of a homework plan.
3.3. Writing homework
3.3.1. In accordance with the plan, developed and agreed with the manager, the student clearly and logically highlights each issue. At the same time he, as a rule:
1) provides and considers different views on controversial issues by individual scientists and practitioners;
2) determines his position on controversial issues, supporting one or more of the expressed points of view or formulating his own point of view, with the indication of relevant arguments;
3) analyzes the relevant provisions of normative acts or primary sources;
4) supports or makes suggestions on improving the legislation and improving the practice of its application;
5) forms other proposals of a theoretical, special-legal or technical-legal nature.
3.3.2. When using homework normative materials, the theoretical provisions of other authors, the student must refer to the relevant sources. These links provide actual probability of information about the document being cited, provide an opportunity to get acquainted with the document, obtain an idea of its content, volume. It is necessary to refer to the latest publications. The so-called “borrowing” is not allowed when materials or provisions are issued for the student’s own work. It is also impossible to allow continuous citation of the relevant sources or other excessive use of them, when the “specific weight” of such use in domestic work exceeds 50 percent.
If the information is used, materials from monographs, review articles, and other sources with a large number of pages, then in the link it is necessary to specify the exact numbers of pages, tables from the source, which is made in the homework link. Inner text references to sources should be indicated by the serial number in the list of links, separated by two square brackets, for example, “... [1-5]”. It is allowed to provide references to references in the footnotes, while the designation of the link must correspond to its bibliographic description of the list of links with the indication of the number, for example [8, p. 21].
3.3.3. The list of sources (bibliographic apparatus) in the homework is the key to the sources used by the author when writing it. He shows the degree of student’s awareness with available literature on the topic of work.
The bibliographic list is an element of a bibliographic apparatus that contains a bibliographic description of the sources used and is located on a new page called “List of used sources”. Such a list is an integral part of homework, reflects the independent creative work of its author, allows us to assess the degree of fundamentality of the research.
The most expedient way is to place literary sources when the names of authors and names (if the author is not marked) are placed in alphabetical order.
This list includes laws and other normative-legal acts, monographs, collections of scientific works, their constituent parts, articles, manuals, textbooks, abstracts, dissertations, abstracts of dissertations, etc.
Information on the literature that is included in the list must be given in accordance with the requirements of the state standards with the obligatory indication of the names of works and output data of publishing houses.
After specifying each normative act, it is necessary to indicate the official source in which it is published.
For examples of the bibliographic description of the sources used, see. Annex L.
3.4. Taking into account the manager's remarks and the final completion of homework
3.4.1. The student must take into account the specific remarks made by the supervisor. Depending on the nature and content of the remarks, he corrects legal, stylistic and spelling mistakes, complements homework with new provisions, clarifies or changes his position on controversial issues, etc. After this, in consultation with the supervisor, the student can pass on a second (repeated) version of his or her homework or only those parts (fragments) to which the most significant remarks were made.
3.4.2. The result of this work should be the final version of homework, agreed with the manager and issued in accordance with the requirements. Together with the supervisor’s response, it is submitted to the department and registered in the journal.
4. Methodical recommendations for the execution of work
4.1. Amount. The optimal amount for home work is up to 8 printed pages.
The recommended guidelines apply to the list of sources and applications used.
Deviations from these guidelines are allowed in the direction of an increase of 20 percent. If the volume of homework exceeds the specified limits, the supervisor can indicate this as a disadvantage. If the amount of homework is less than 6 pages, such work is usually not allowed to be protected.
Homework is done in English.
4.2. The structure of homework. Mandatory components of homework are:
1) content;
2) the bulk;
3) a list of sources used.
4.3. The work content includes a work plan, as well as a link to the list of sources used.
4.4. The bulk is a meaningful disclosure of issues that constitute the subject of the study.
4.5. References. Listed are the sources for which references are made in the homework, while complying with the requirements regarding the name of the source and the sequence of their listing.
4.6. Form of execution. Home work is performed on standard sheets of A4 size paper (210 mm x 297 mm), with text only on one side of the sheet, and subject to the relevant technical requirements for placing the text and the established rules for references to the source. Homework pages starting with the entry must be numbered. At the same time, the title page and content of homework are included in the overall numbering of pages, but the digits 1 on the title page are not put.

6. The order of protection
6.1. The protection of homework takes place at the department in the presence of the commission, group students, scientific supervisor and is conducted in accordance with the procedure, which provides:
- a student’s presentation (up to 5 minutes), which reports the main achievements of homework and indicates the difficulties or problems faced by a student when writing homework;
- answers to the questions of the scientific supervisor and those present;
- assessment of homework, taking into account the procedure for its protection.
The student’s answers must be specific, meaningful, concise and scientifically sound.
6.2. The results of homework protection are evaluated according to the modular rating system defined by the Regulation on the rating system for assessing students’ acquired knowledge and skills in the discipline of “Constitutional Law of Ukraine”.
Students who have not completed or defended homework are not allowed to undergo semester control.
6.3. The consequences of homework protection by students are annually heard at the meeting of the department.
Homemade works are stored in the department for one year, then they are written off in the established order. Works of scientific and practical value are recommended by the department for writing a course work on this topic by the student, as well as for the preparation of scientific articles and reports at scientific conferences.
