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FREEDOM OF INFORMATION LAWS AS AN INTEGRAL PART OF
HUMAN RIGHTS: COMPARATIVE CHARACTERISTIC OF
INTERNATIONAL LEGISLATION

The harmonious balance between the freedom of information laws of
person and restriction of this right in the interests of state and national order is
one of the main tasks of any democratic state in modern informational society.

The freedom of information is a guaranteed right of every person to receive
an information directly from public authorities, their institutions and
organizations about their activities, events in the state, society or the
environment, from private legal entities, socially meaningful information about
their activity and opportunity to get acquainted with the information.

According to the Art. 19-2 and 19-3 of International Covenant on Civil and
Political Rights, which was adopted by the General Assembly of the United
Nations on 19 December 1966 everyone shall have the right to freedom of
expression; this right shall include freedom to seek, receive and impart
information and ideas of all kinds, regard less of frontiers, either orally, in
writing or in print, in the form of art, or through any other media of his choice.

3. The exercise of the rights provided for in paragraph 2 of this article
carries with it special duties and responsibilities. It may therefore be subject to
certain restrictions, but these shall only be such as are provided by law and are
necessary:

(a) For respect of the rights or reputations of others;

(b) For the protection of national security or of public order, or of public
health or morals [1].

Freedom of information laws allow access by the general public to data
held by national governments. In many countries there are constitutional
guarantees for the right of access to information, but these are usually unused if
specific support legislation does not exist.

The Constitution of Ukraine guarantees the right to freedom of thought and
speech, to the free expression of their views and convictions for everyone.
Everyone has the right to collect, store, use and disseminate information orally,
in writing or in another way, of his or her choice freely.

In the Law “On Information” (Article 2) Ukraine defines the basic
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
