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POPULAR METHODS OF TEACHING ENGLISH

Success in learning a language depends on the quality of the chosen method. Each
technique has its pros and cons, because they affect different sections of the language to
various degrees. To make the right choice, you need to determine what aspect of the
language needs paying special attention. We shall talk about 4 main methods of
teaching English.

The communicative technique is the newest. Its main idea is to teach
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communicative skills directly in the process of communication itself. It is customary to
single out 4 basic principles of this technique: receiving the information; the interest of
the student; interaction with partners; motivation.

Proper combination of the above features ensures the success of training.

This technique is characterized by diversity and constant speech activity.
Sometimes students are offered pair work, sometimes group work. If preference was
given to individual lessons, it means that an almost uninterrupted dialogue is conducted
with the teacher. For those who are interested in speaking, this technique will seem the
most optimal.

Intensive teaching methods are mainly aimed at mastering oral foreign language
speech in a short time with a significant daily concentration of training hours and
creating an environment of “immersion” in a foreign language environment.

All intensive methods seek to enhance the psychological reserves of the student’s
personality, often not used in traditional training. Intensive training differs from such
training in ways of organizing and conducting classes: special attention is paid to
various forms of pedagogical communication, creating a special socio-psychological
climate in a group, maintaining learning motivation, removing psychological barriers in
learning the material and activating it in speech.

At present, various options for intensive training have been practically tested,
relevant textbooks have been published and the expediency of extensive use of
intensive methods in the context of short-term training has been demonstrated with a
focus on the development of oral speech in a short time and within carefully selected
topics and communication situations.

The suggestopedic method was developed by the Bulgarian scientist G. Lozanov
and his followers. The word suggestion comes from lat. suggestum, which means to
whisper, inspire. Suggestion - the science of suggestion, suggestopedy - its use in
pedagogy. Information from outside can penetrate into the inner world of the individual
through two channels - the conscious and the unconscious. The realm of the
unconscious can be considered as a source of “mental reserve capabilities.” Use these
personal reserves and is intended to suggestopedic direction in psychology. In this way,
intensive teaching methods based on ideas of suggestopedia appeared.

The suggestopedic technique has long been the most popular (before the advent of
communication, with which, by the way, they are a bit similar). It is suitable for group
training of students. The main principle for success is collective interaction. Usually, in
the program of this technique you can find jokes, rhymes, various songs and humorous
texts, so the whole process of learning is fun and easy.

Communication in the classroom is strictly in English. Students compose stories,
solve simple and global problems. With the help of this technique, they successfully
overcome the language barrier and significantly improve speech recognition skills by
ear.

The traditional technique was a success until the first two approaches described
appeared. It is suitable for those who are important to understand the vocabulary and
grammar of the language. Acquisition of communication, reading, and translation skills
also takes a certain amount of time. Vocabulary is constantly updated with new words.
Traditional learning is considered extensive. This means that the educational process
takes quite a long time period, during which all skills are thoroughly mastered.

If you devote most of your time to reading or performing all sorts of exercises, the
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listener will not be able to master spoken language. If you do the latter, you will not
learn, for example, to write correctly. Therefore, experts prefer a reasonable
combination of the first and third methods. Being engaged in traditional learning with
the inclusion of communicative, you can fully learn not only English, but any other.

And, finally, an intensive methodology developed for those students who need a
strong shortening of the training period. Motivation and complete dedication - that is
what guarantees the successful acquisition of the language by this method. Large
volumes of materials, a huge amount of exercise, the use of audio and video
applications. A large number of nominal methods are used to learn English throughout
the world.
