2.2.3.1. Homework
In the seventh semester, students complete homework (HW) on the topic «Expert diagnostics of the enterprise’s financial and economic state of a logistics company”, in accordance with approved methodological recommendations in order to consolidate and deepen the theoretical and practical knowledge and skills acquired by students during learning the discipline and getting practical skills in the field of logistic controlling.

The specific purpose of the HW is to conduct strategic and operational diagnostics of the enterprise in the context of: strategic analysis, taking into account factors of external and internal environment; financial screening, identification of problems and the development of proposals to eliminate bottlenecks in the strategic and operational activities of a logistics company.

For the successful performance of homework student should know strategic analysis and methods of strategic controlling, the main groups of indicators used in conducting expert diagnostics of the enterprise: indicators of liquidity, financial responsibility, financial stability, property status; a method for conducting an analysis of the threat of bankruptcy of the enterprise and the identification of bottlenecks in each calculated group of indicators, the development of special programs and methods of action necessary to eliminate identified “bottlenecks”.
The execution, formalization and defence of the homework are carried out by the student individually in accordance with the methodical recommendations.

Time is needed to carry out home task – 8 hours of self-study.
