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GUARANTEES OF THE CONSTITUTIONAL STATE OF UKRAINE

In the current conditions of the transitional stage of development of
Ukraine, it is important and necessary to ensure the guarantees of its
constitutional order. After all, in order to achieve certain progress, to move
towards the improvement of certain aspects of economic, political and social
life, there should be a stable, guaranteed state constitutional system. Usually,
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the constitution and laws confirm the guarantee data.

The constitutional system is the procedure established by the basic law for
the organization and functioning of the institutions of the state and society, the
system of social relations, which are guaranteed, guaranteed and regulated by
laws adopted in accordance with the Constitution. The right to define and
change the constitutional order in Ukraine belongs exclusively to the people, it
can not be usurped by the state and its organs or officials. Therefore, the only
source of power and the bearer of sovereignty in our state is the people directly
[1].

The main guarantor of the constitutional order is the state. The defense of
Ukraine, the protection of its sovereignty, territorial integrity and inviolability
are relied on by the Armed Forces of Ukraine [3].

According to the Constitution, freedom of political activity is guaranteed.
The state provides protection of the rights of all subjects of property rights and
economic management, social orientation of the economy. Citizens are also
guaranteed freedom of literary, artistic, scientific and technical creativity,
protection of intellectual property, copyright, moral and material interests that
arise in connection with various types of intellectual activity. The state also
ensures the preservation of historical monuments and other objects of cultural
value, takes steps to return to Ukraine cultural values of the people who are
beyond its borders [1].

A special role in guaranteeing the constitutional order is given to state
authorities, whose priority role belongs to the Verkhovna Rada. This follows
from its main function - legislative. Among the bodies of state power in
guaranteeing the constitutional order, the President plays the main role.
According to its status, defined by the Constitution, it is a guarantor of state
sovereignty, territorial integrity of Ukraine, observance of the Constitution,
human and civil rights and freedoms. The powers of the President are crucial in
ensuring the constitutional order. An important role as guarantors of the state
and social system belongs to the Cabinet of Ministers, ministries and other
central executive bodies. The functions and powers of the Constitutional Court
are important in guaranteeing the constitutional order of Ukraine. He decides on
compliance with laws and other legal acts of the Constitution and gives an
official interpretation of the Constitution and laws of Ukraine [4].

A significant role in ensuring the constitutional order belongs to the
judiciary when considering criminal cases of crimes against the constitutional
system, as well as prosecutors and lawyers. Certain role in guaranteeing the
constitutional order, in particular the state system, can play by other states and
international organizations, as evidenced by today’s events in Ukraine. These
guarantees of the constitutional order of Ukraine and their varieties are not
exhaustive [2].

Consequently, all subjects of constitutional and legal relations are the
guarantors of the constitutional order. The above guarantees are common to the
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entire constitutional system. Along with them, the Constitution of Ukraine also
provides guarantees for certain institutes of the constitutional system, especially
the state and social system, human and civil rights and freedoms. In order to
ensure the reality of the constitutional order of Ukraine, it must be guaranteed
by all state power bodies and the Constitution of Ukraine. Therefore, in order to
ensure the constitutional order of Ukraine as a whole, it is necessary to adhere
to the Basic Law of Ukraine.
