Ahmedinejad’s gratulation for Obama after he won the 
elections, and his signals which meant that negotiations could take place 

if the discussions were positive, were two significant steps towards 

working for solutions for the disputes between US and Iran. Obama's 

requests for the Iranian Revolutionary Guards to be removed from the 

terrorist list, as well as Israeli-Palestinian peace, are indicative of his 

peaceful foreign policy.  

Nuclear energy has been the most determining factor in Iran's foreign 

policy. Iran has made nuclear power generation and its use, a symbol of 

power in the international arena. In this article, the nuclear energy 

problem, which is the most important problem of the Middle East, and the 

politics followed during the time of Hassan Ruhani and Barack Obama in 

Iran and the USA were examined. In the article, by analyzing the Middle 

East policy, which is planned to be followed during the Obama period, 

the change in the process has been examined and the differences between 

previous administrations and Iranian administrations has been compared.
