1. EXPLANATORY NOTES

This subject belongs to the cycle of subjects of professional training and is the theoretical and
practical basis of the set of knowledge and skills that form the profile of a specialist in the field of eco-
nomics.

The purpose of teaching the subject is to form in students a set of theoretical knowledge and
practical skills of the territorial organization of the productive forces of Ukraine, the current state and
directions of regional economic development.

The objectives of the subject are:

- mastering the theory of regional economy and regional development, scientific principles of re-
gional economic policy;

- providing students with the necessary theoretical knowledge about the patterns and factors of
rational distribution of productive forces, the peculiarities of the territorial location of the economy;

- mastering the knowledge of the objective need for rational and efficient use of natural, research
and production, human resources of the regions of the country;

- study of the territorial and sectorial structure of the economic complex of Ukraine and its re-
gions;

- study of the territorial division of labor, opportunities for cooperation and specialization of re-
gions;

- substantiation of the practical significance of the regional approach to the management of so-
cio-economic development of territories.

As a result of studying this subject the student must:

know:

- basic concepts of regional economy and current problems of location of productive forces of
Ukraine;

- economic laws, patterns, principles and factors of location of productive forces and the for-
mation of the economy of the regions;

- theoretical and applied issues of regional economy and regional development;

- basics of formation of the state regional economic policy and the mechanism of its realization;

- modern branch structure of the national economy of Ukraine and tendencies of its develop-
ment;

- scientific methods of analysis of the territorial organization of the national economy;

- Ukraine's place in the world territorial division of labor;

- the importance of foreign economic relations in the development of productive forces;

- ways of rational use of natural, research and production and human resources of the country's
regions;

- state and prospects of economic development of the regions of Ukraine;

- practical significance of the regional approach to the management of socio-economic develop-
ment of territories.

- understand the complex system of relationships between the peculiarities of development and
location of productive forces and the level of socio-economic development of regions on the one hand,
and national economic security - on the other;

- to substantiate the effectiveness of the functioning of national economic complexes, taking into
account their territorial location;

- perform various calculations to choose the optimal location of production;

- to substantiate the expediency of Ukraine's participation in the international division of labor.

The subject "Regional Economics™ is based on knowledge of such subjects as: "Economic Theo-
ry", "Sociology", "Macroeconomics" and is the basis for the study of such subjects as: "Business Eco-
nomics”, "Finance", "Labor Economics and Social -labor relations "," International Economy "and
others.

1.2. Program of Subject

The educational material of the subject is structured on a modular principle and consists of two
educational modules, namely:

- Module Nel "Theoretical principles of regional economy"

- Module Ne2 "Economy of Ukraine as a holistic socio-economic system. Spatial organiza-
tion of the productive forces of Ukraine', each of which is a logically complete, relatively inde-
pendent, integral part of the subject, the mastering of which involves a modular test and analysis of the
results of its implementation.

Module Ne 1 "Theoretical principles of regional economy"

Topic 1. Subject, method and tasks of the subject "*Regional Economics"*

Defining the subject and object of study of the course. The place of the course in the system of
scientific subjects. Connection with economic theory, statistics, branch economic and other subjects.
Methodological bases of the course "Regional Economics”. Tasks of the course "Regional Econom-
ics". The structure of the course "Regional Economics". Domestic and foreign theories and concepts of
location of productive forces and regional economy.

Topic 2. Regularities, principles and factors of location of productive forces and formation
of economy of regions

termining role of economic and social factors in the location of production. The influence of scientific
and technological progress on the location of productive forces.

Topic 3. Economic zoning and territorial organization of the economy

Economic zoning as a scientific method of territorial organization of the national economy. The
science of economic zoning. Principles of economic zoning. Economic area, its main features. The
main district-forming factors. Principles of economic zoning. Forms of territorial organization of pro-
ductive forces of economic regions. Types of economic areas. Economic zoning and its practical sig-
nificance. Features of zoning and modern network of economic districts. Territorial structure of the
production-territorial complex of the economic district. Improving the territorial organization and
structure of the national economy.

Topic 4. The region in the system of territorial division of labor

The region as an object of study of the regional economy. Regionalization of the economy. Terri-
torial division of labor is the main condition for the specialization of economic regions. Specialization
of economic regions and methods of its assessment.

Topic 5. The essence, purpose and objectives of regional economic policy

The essence of state regional economic policy. Objects and subjects of the state regional policy.
Basic principles of state regional economic policy. The main goals of the state regional economic poli-
cy. Tasks of the state regional economic policy. Scientific substantiation of regional location of pro-
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ductive forces.

Topic 6. Mechanism for implementing regional economic policy

The concept, essence and components of the mechanism of implementation of state regional
economic policy. Organizational and legal basis for the implementation of regional economic policy.
Budget and financial levers and key elements of the mechanism of regional economic policy imple-
mentation: local budgets, forecasting, planning and programming of regional development. Special
(free) economic zones are one of the means of implementing regional economic policy. Interregional
and cross-border cooperation are tools for implementing regional economic policy. Basic principles of
management of state and communal sectors of the regional economy.

Reproduction of human potential of the
country and its regional features. Migration processes and their types. Features of population formation
and resettlement. Labor resources, their structure and regional features. The essence and types of em-
ployment. The main directions of the state policy of employment of the able-bodied population. Un-
employment, its essence and types.

Topic 3. Intersectoral economic complexes and regional features of their development and
location

Intersectoral complexes, their essence, structure and significance. The essence, structure, main
problems and prospects of development of fuel and energy, metallurgical, machine-building, agro-
industrial, transport, forestry, chemical and social complexes. Processes of integration and increasing
the role of regions. Dynamics and efficiency of structural transformation of the economy.

Topic 4. The economy of Ukraine as a unity of regional socio-economic systems

Methodological bases and essence of regional economy. The main prerequisites for regional
economic development. The economic system of the region as part of a single economic complex. Ter-
ritorial differentiation of regions according to the level of development of productive forces. Problems
and directions of socio-economic development of regions.

Topic 5. Economy of the regions of Ukraine: state and prospects of development

Economy of Donetsk, Prydniprovsky, Eastern, Central; Polisky, Podilsky; Carpathian, Black Sea
regions. The place and role of regions in the development of the country's economy. Natural resource,
production and labor potentials of the regions. Territorial and branch structure of economy of regions.
Problems and directions of development and location of productive forces of regions.

Topic 6. Ukraine’s international economic relations and its integration into European and
other world structures

The essence and significance of the international division of labor in the formation of foreign
economic relations. The main forms of economic cooperation of the world. Content and forms of in-
ternational economic integration.
